Pastor’s Corner 

                              As we continue our Liturgy now in the Ordinary Season of the Year , its time to get 

back to basis’s . Last weeks Gospel of the Beatitudes in Matthew’s Gospel gives us a opportunity to 

dig deeper into a theme that Jesus and First Century Christians would have understood very clearly 

as opposed to all of us who have heard this scripture passage collectively for over 2,000 years. Jesus 

main message is that people who live in the Kingdom of God see the world we live in , from a different 

Kingdom perspective. It is this perspective I want to reflect upon with you. The Beatitudes reflect what 

many scholars today call “non” dualistic or contemplative theology. This approach to life’s issues 

challenges us to see a broader life-giving horizon then a “dualistic “mentality can offer. Dualistic 

thinking is our way of reading reality from the position of patterns of structure that represent the 

familiar or ordered expectations. This means our first response to complex issues is to find a way to fit 

them into labels, categories , right/wrong, winners/losers, haves/have-not’s. Or to put it into political 

terms Republican or Democrat. The Beatitudes remind us of the mind of Christ , who always 

challenges the status quo or structures of his day to reach towards values and actions that seek to 

develop answers to our present days complex issues that offer solutions which build up God’s 

Kingdom. We pray at every mass “thy Kingdom come” the Beatitudes remind us that our kingdom 

then must be decreased for God’s Kingdom to increase. Complex issues : Immigration, Racism, 

Violence at Home and  conflicts in countries , health care, poverty and so many other issues ; 

solutions that bring hope and justice can only come out of a different mind set then they originated 

from. One source I base my ideas upon besides sacred scripture ( daily meditations from cac.org )
